The UW scientists conduct research on socially
important issues in cooperation with scientific
centres all over the world. In addition to the flagship
programmes under the 4EU+ Alliance,

such projects include those implemented within

the EIT Food — European Knowledge and Innovation
Community in the food sector, which forms part

of the European Institute of Innovation and Techno-
logy. The UW has been a member of EIT Food

since 2016.

In 2018, the UW also initiated a project under the
framework of yet another EU Knowledge and Inno-
vation Community — EIT Climate, whose objective
is to mitigate and adapt to the consequences of cli-
mate change. In 2019, the university was awarded
the status of the project partner within the EIT Raw
Materials.
