Doctoral dissertation proposal registration shall include:
1. The typed and printed application, signed by hand and addressed to the FSW Senate. The application shall include the doctoral candidate's:
· request for the acceptance of the registration of the doctoral dissertation proposal; 
· proposal of the research field in which they want to obtain the doctoral title;
· potential request for the approval of writing the doctoral dissertation in English, if they are a foreign national, if their Supervisor or Co-Supervisor is a foreign national or if a member of the Doctoral Student’s Supervisory Committee is a foreign national, or if the doctoral dissertation consists of original scientific articles published in English. In the case of writing the doctoral dissertation in English, the dissertation shall contain a comprehensive summary (approximately 10% of the text of the dissertation) using appropriate scientific terminology in Slovenian; 
· potential submission of the letter of intention to write the dissertation based of original scientific articles;
· statement about whether the research work planned within the doctoral dissertation requires the approval of the Research Ethics Committee of the Faculty of Social Work.
2. The CV with the emphasis on scientific and research work (professional CV), including the date of the first enrolment in the doctoral studies.
3. The list of published scientific and expert works (Bibliography).
4. The doctoral dissertation proposal as laid down by Article 41.
5. The consent of the Study Supervisor and potential Co-Supervisor with the registered doctoral dissertation proposal (filled-in form).
6. The consent of the Research Ethics Committee of the Faculty of Social Work, if necessary.
All the required documents for the acceptance of the doctoral dissertation proposal shall be written in Slovenian. If the candidate requests approval for writing the doctoral dissertation in English, they shall also submit the proposal of the dissertation and their CV in English. If the doctoral candidate is a foreign national, the dissertation proposal and CV may only be written in English. 




Structure, contents, length and language of the doctoral dissertation proposal
The doctoral dissertation proposal shall comprise:
· the proposal of the title of the dissertation in Slovenian and English, 
· the research field of the doctoral dissertation, 
· a research description, including : 
          
          - a brief overview of the specific research field and a presentation of research carried out to date in the field of the dissertation, and research purpose; 
          - clearly presented hypotheses or research questions or aims with a brief explanation; 
          - the concept of the research studies and a description of the research methods; 
          - the definition of expected results and the original contribution to science; 
          - a list of relevant references from the field of the dissertation; 
· a draft of the research data management plan 

The doctoral dissertation proposal shall be edited in accordance with the copy-editing style guide for professional and scientific works of the FSW and shall comprise 5 to 7 pages of text and the list of the most relevant literature and sources. 
The doctoral candidate shall submit the registration of the doctoral dissertation proposal to the Office for Postgraduate Studies in electronic form.
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
